Scaffolding Strategies to Engage ALL Students

1. Multiple Acquisition Modes
· Apply the theory of MI

· Cooperative Learning Structures

· Plan for generalization/teach skills in several settings/situations

· Give directions in multiple formats
2. Alternative Acquisition Modes
· Provide materials on topic/theme/concept in spoken language

· Large print/magnified photocopies

· Provide materials in Braille

· Modify arrangement of material on page

· Typed copies of teacher directions, lectures, notes etc.

· Audio/Video tape directions, textbooks, materials, teacher lectures/discussions etc.
· Flexible time limits
· Provide materials on topic/theme/concept, if appropriate, at learner’s own readability level

· Give directions in alternative format (written, picture, verbal, Braille, etc.)

3. Content Enhancements

· Mnemonic Devices/Strategies (e.g., key words, pictures, symbols, acronyms, …)
· Provide visual displays (e.g., graphic organizers, concept maps, models, …)
· Provide self-management strategies for academic tasks
· Provide grading rubrics with assignment

· Emphasize critical information/ Advanced organizers

· Highlighted texts/Study guides

· Pre-teach vocabulary

· Give directions in small, distinct steps

· Provide a home set of texts/materials for preview and review

· Request parent reinforcement of instruction
3. 
Content Enhancements Cont. 
· Have school text sent home for summer preview

· Provide supplementary materials
4. Environmental Supports

· Planned/preferential seating

· Modify room arrangement

· Reduce/minimize distractions (visual, auditory, tactile, movement, and/or social)
5.  Alternative Response Modes

· Carbonless or photo copy of pages, items, peer’s class notes vs. student copying from text/board

· Video or audio-tape assignments/presentations

· Use calculator

· Modify test/worksheet/packet format (essay, short answer, fill in blank, multiple choice, etc.)

· Vary assessment/assignment activity frequently

· Increase frequency of assignments formatted for learning style strength areas

· Shorten assignments (fewer items/questions)

· Consider areas of interest and preferred modes of expression

· Consider learning styles and change assessment mode to:

· Exhibitions

· Reflections

· Performances

· Products

· Journals

· Visuals
· Use of assistive technology

Alternative Response Modes Cont.
· Use of computer including features such as word prediction, word processors and laptops

· Word stamps, individual laminated symbols, sentence strips, or custom overlay and adaptive keyboard

· Use of communication devices allowing for active participation within the curriculum 
6.  Behavior Support

· Increase opportunities for choice
· Allow breaks
· Use instruction/assessment that capitalizes on strengths/interests
· Increase predictability of schedule

· Assign a cross-age or same age peer tutor

· Create a “circle of friends”

· Provide self-monitoring checklists for non-academic tasks

· Provide self-monitoring checklists for unwritten curriculum (class rules, procedures, social skills, etc.)

· Allow breaks
