	SW-PBIS Lesson Format
	Implementation Date:  August 2010

	Step 1:  Identify the desired behavior and describe it in observable, measurable expectations.

	Respectful

*Enter and exit the cafeteria in silence

*Listen to all directions from adults

*Talk only to the people sitting beside you at your own table

*Walk quietly through the cafeteria line.


	Responsible

*Get all utensils, napkins, and sauces as you walk through the serving line

*Stay in the first seat you choose


	Safe

*If you need to leave your seat, raise your hand to ask for permission

*Sit on your bottom with your legs under the table
	Ready

*Pick up trash from the floor and table

*Wait for directions from your teacher before being dismissed from your table

	Step 2:  List a rationale for teaching the behavior (Why is it important?)

	The cafeteria is an area where all students go to eat throughout their lunch times.  It is important for students to become aware of the expectations in this location so they can enjoy a safe lunch period.  It is also important for students to learn the correct procedures for not only their personal safety but also the safety of those around them.

	Step 3:  Identify examples and non-examples of the desired behavior (What would the behavior look/sound like?  What would the behavior not look/sound like?)

	Examples
	Non-examples

	Respectful

* Students enter cafeteria and cafeteria line quietly
* Students sit in first seat chosen (unless told to sit elsewhere by an adult)

*Students talk to only those people at their table.

Responsible:

*Get all napkins and condiments the first time through the line.

*Students pick up trash around their area and place trays in order at tray window.

Safe:

*Students listen to directions from teacher/adult.

Students raise hand to ask for anything.

Students sit on bottoms.

Ready:

*Students wait for directions from teacher before being dismissed from table.
	Respectful

* Students enter cafeteria noisily and not paying attention.

* Students move change seats and continue to talk to people at other tables.

Responsible:

*Student continually gets up to get napkins, ketchup and mustard from the cafeteria line.

Safe:

*Students sit on knees and rotate around in their seats.

Ready:

*Students do not hear teacher directions because of noise level within the cafeteria.  Students also are not packed up to exit cafeteria when class is ready.



	Step 4:  Practice/Role Play Activities 

	Model expected behavior (I do): Teacher should set example at the beginning of the year as to the expectations in the lunchroom.  This should include, but not limited to, entering quietly, going through lunch line appropriately, and sitting at a table in the correct fashion.  This should be done whole class and at the tables which the teacher is assigned for the year.  The teacher should also show the correct path for taking trash and stacking trays.

	Lead students through behavior (We do): Students should sit at tables in which they are assigned to for the year.  They should mimic going through the line (even those who bring their lunches) and sitting in their seats appropriately.  They should also talk only to those at their tables.  All students should then mimic how to take trash to the bins following a set pattern.  Also to be practiced is raising their hands and being patient as the adult in the room comes to them.  Teacher could also think of scenarios and ask for student input as to how that situation could be resolved.


	Test to ensure students understand behavior (You do): Teacher could ask questions throughout the year as to what the lunchroom expectations are and how they should be followed.  The teacher could also give various scenarios and as for student input of how to make the situation better.



	Step 5:  Provide opportunities for practice:

	· Various scenarios as provided by the teacher.

· Once a semester make a return trip to the cafeteria to re-practice as a class to see if the students remember the various expectations set for the cafeteria.

· Allow all students to go through expectations and think of problems which have happened in the cafeteria and think together as a class of how that problem could be best resolved in the future.
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
