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	Step 1:  Identify the desired behavior and describe it in observable, measurable expectations.

	Respectful
Walk up/down the stairway in a line on the right side.

Walk silently on the stairs.

Feet should touch every step.

Walk without leaning over the rails.

Use railing at all times.

	Step 2:  List a rationale for teaching the behavior (Why is it important?)

	It is necessary for students to follow the listed expectations to prevent accidents from occurring.  They need to be able to hear teacher instructions and respect other classes by walking in silence and being aware of others coming up or down the stairway.  It is important to learn appropriate stairway behavior to keep an orderly and safe environment.  

	Step 3:  Identify examples and non-examples of the desired behavior (What would the behavior look/sound like?  What would the behavior not look/sound like?)

	Examples
	Non-examples

	Respectful

· Students walk single file up or down stairway on the right side

· They will walk without conversation.

Responsible

Safe

· Students will be facing forward making sure not to miss any steps.

· They will walk without leaning over the rails.
Ready

· Students will walk facing forward holding onto the railing at all times
	Respectful

· Students walk in a cluster holding on to each other while on the stairs.

· They talk and joke loudly as they move up or down the steps.

Safe

· They attempt to walk backwards up or down the steps to entertain their friends.

· Students stride the steps two at a time.

· They lean over the railing to look at their friends and call down to them.
Ready

· They are racing each other on the steps to see who can get there first.



	Step 4:  Practice/Role Play Activities 

At the beginning of the school year the teacher should demonstrate expected behavior on the stairway.  Have students show appropriate behavior and unacceptable behavior for discussion.  Students need to be prepared to handle the stairway in a safe and organized manner.

	Model expected behavior (I do): 

Check to make sure students are walking in single file on the right hand side of the hall.  Continuing on the right side take the steps one at a time while holding onto the railing.  All students will face forward on the steps and follow the person in front of them without pushing or touching those around. The leader of the line will wait at the end of the stairway making room for the rest of the class to catch up.  Students will walk without conversation.

	Lead students through behavior (We do):  

Teach the chant to help the students remember the rules.

Where will this be done?



	Test to ensure students understand behavior (You do):  

Have the students practice going up and down the stairs in an appropriate safe manner.



	Step 5:  Provide opportunities for practice 


	Teach the chant and walk the steps to the rules.

Chant:

Right, right

Right side & quiet.

Railing, railing

Let your hand slide.

Every step, every step 

Touch them all.

Careful, leaning 

You might fall.

Front, front

Don’t look back.

Linden lions

Stay on track.
