	Implementation Date: Week 2 & 3 (One 30 minute lesson, One 45 minute lesson)

	Step 1:  Identify the desired behavior and describe it in observable, measurable expectations.

	Respectful

*Share equipment / take turns

*Treat others kindly


	Responsible

*Leave rocks and sticks on the ground

*Be aware of others and where they are on the playground
	Safe

*Stay in assigned area

*Stay within sight of the teacher

*One at a time on slide, climbing wall, monkey bars, and rings

*Use playground equipment properly
	Ready

*Listen for teacher at the end of recess

	Step 2:  List a rationale for teaching the behavior (Why is it important?)

	These guidelines keep our students safe while they are playing.  Playground equipment is designed to be used in a certain way, and if used otherwise the student and/or other students can get seriously injured.  Most accidents happen while the students are playing outside, and although not all accidents can be avoided, most could be prevented if the students pay attention to each other and use the equipment the intended way.

	Step 3:  Identify examples and non-examples of the desired behavior (What would the behavior look/sound like?  What would the behavior not look/sound like?)

	Examples
	Non-examples

	Respectful

· Swinging for a few minutes, then getting off and letting someone else swing

· Waiting in line for your turn

· Keeping your hands to yourself

Responsible

· Leave rocks, sticks, mud, etc. on the ground

· Make sure no one is at the bottom of the slide when you start

· Warn a friend if they are getting to close when you are swinging, sliding, or dangling your legs.

· Holding on tight with two hands

· Swinging forward/backward

· Keeping your bottom on the slide or on the swing

· Landing on your feet

· Hanging from the monkey bars with hands on the bar

· Starting your activity when the other person is out of the way

· Walking down the ramp / across the bridge

Safe

· Staying on the correct playground
Ready

· Listening for your teacher’s signal to line up and telling your classmates if they didn’t hear

· Swinging for the whole recess time when there are others waiting.
· Pushing to get in front of someone
Responsible

· Playing with or throwing rocks, sticks, and mud

· Running around a corner and not looking if someone else is coming

· Swinging your legs when a friend is underneath you

· Jumping out of swing

· Twisting the swing

· Jumping off climbing wall

· Making a train on the slide

· Sitting on top of the monkey bars

· Hanging upside down with out holding the bar

· Running up/down the slide

· Jumping off any playground equipment

	Step 4:  Practice/Role Play Activities 

	Model expected behavior (I do): 

Lesson 1 is a class where the students and the teacher talk about each piece of equipment and how is it used properly.  The teacher specifies a piece, such as the swings, then the students discuss ways you are allowed to use the swings and things you may not do on the swings.  Each piece of equipment on the grade level playground, or any other playground they might use, needs to be discussed.

	Lead students through behavior (We do):  

Lesson 2 involves the teacher and the classroom teacher taking the students on to their playground to practice the rules they have discussed.  The teacher will demonstrate the correct way to use each piece of equipment and the students will take turns using that piece correctly.  During this segment of the lesson, the teacher will discuss how to wait in line (no pushing), when to go next (when student ahead of you is off that piece of equipment), and where are safe spots to stand on the playground (away from front/back of swings & not underneath monkey bars).  Each piece of equipment that the students may use needs to be demonstrated and tried by students.  When going on the forts, play follow-the-leader (using equipment properly).  

After equipment has been demonstrated, classroom teacher gives directions on “line up” signals and procedures. The teachers have the kids spread out all over their playground, and then gives their signal to line up to make sure everyone can hear it from all areas of the playground.

Also attached updated version of Playground rules for Linden Elementary.

	Test to ensure students understand behavior (You do):  

Each student will demonstrate the proper way to use each piece of equipment on the playground.  The students will practice the whole process of taking turns, when it is safe to go next, where it is safe to stand and walk when others are on the playground, and how to use the equipment properly.

	Step 5:  Provide opportunities for practice 

	The students practice daily, if weather permits, and re-teaching needs to occur by the classroom teachers as the students are engaged in the activity.  The classroom teacher must enforce the rules as students are engaging in playground activities.
