	Administrative Action
	Definition

	Conference with student
	Student meets with teacher, administrator, and/or parent (in any combination) to discuss and rectify the problem behavior.

	Detention
	Student is assigned time in a specified area away from scheduled activities/classes.  May be before, during, or after school.

	Individual Instruction
	Student will receive individual instruction specific to his/her inappropriate behavior.  Study may agree to specific behavior modifications for a specified time to rectify the problem. (Behavior contract)

	Loss of Privileges
	Student will be unable to participate in or lose specified privileges.  May include, but not limited to, riding bus, assembly attendance, etc.

	Parent Contact
	Contact with parent by phone, email, or in person to discuss the problem behavior and consequences.

	In-School Suspension
	In-school suspension is assigned in an area away from the regular instructional activities for a full day or more.

	Out of School Suspension
	OSS is assigned only in extreme circumstances.  Students will be prohibited from attending school for a designated time period.

	Expulsion
	Student will be dismissed from school permanently.

	Other
	Administrative decision is not listed  Specifics will be supplied on form.
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
