	Minor Problem Behavior
	Definitions
	Examples/

Nonexamples

	Disruption
	Student participates in any disturbance or interference that takes away from the learning environment which does not cause harm or injury.
	Examples: talking, tapping, repeat noise

Nonexamples: yelling, turning over furniture

	Defiance
	Student refuses to obey directions, talks back, and engages in power struggles.
	Examples: talking back, not following directions

Nonexamples: not completing work, sleeping, leaving class without permission

	Physical Contact
	Student participates in unwanted touching with hands or feet which do not result in injury.
	Examples: pushing, shoving

Nonexamples: punching, hitting

	Inappropriate Language
	Student delivers verbal messages that include name calling or use of words in an inappropriate way.
	Examples: stupid, ugly, shut up

Nonexamples: swearing, curse words

	Property Misuse
	Student participates in use of property in a way for which it was not designed and that does not cause harm or injury.  
	Examples: kicking over furniture, breaking pencils, crayons, etc., damage  to textbook 

Nonexamples: throwing desks, chairs, computer

	Lying/Cheating
	Student makes a statement that one knows to be untrue.  Student uses dishonest methods to gain academic advantage.
	Examples: denying something or taking ownership of,  copying work,  cheating on tests

Nonexamples: lying to create charges against another

	Major Problem Behavior
	Definitions
	Examples/

Nonexamples

	Abusive Language
	Student delivers verbal messages that include swearing or use of words in an inappropriate way.
	Examples: swearing or curse words

Nonexamples: stupid, ugly, shut up, you are not my friend

	Fighting/Physical Aggression
	Student engages in actions involving serious physical contact where injury may occur.
	Examples: punching, hitting, scratching

Nonexamples: pushing, shoving

	Overt Defiance
	Student uses inappropriate tone with teacher or staff, leaves area without permission, verbal and physical defiance.
	Examples: yelling at teacher, leaving area without permission

Nonexamples: not completing work, talking back, not following directions, sleeping

	Harassment/Tease/Taunt
	Student engages in bullying, repeated verbal abuse, threats of physical harm, any of which makes other students feel sad or scared.
	Examples: inappropriate touching, gestures, pictures, or notes: inappropriate comments based on race, religion, gender, age , national or ethnic origin, disability, or other personal matter; pulling someone’s chair out from under them, bullying

Nonexamples: stupid, ugly, you are not my friend

	Forgery/Theft
	Student is in possession of, having passed on, or being responsible for removing someone else’s property or has signed a person’s name without that person’s permission.
	Examples: taking someone else’s property, signing parents name

Nonexamples: picking up pencil off the floor

	Property Damage
	Student participates in an activity that results in destruction or disfigurement of property.
	Examples: breaking classroom items, throwing desks, chairs, computers

Nonexamples: kicking furniture, breaking pencils, crayons, etc., damage to textbook

	Weapons
	Student is in possession of knives or guns (real or look alike), or other objects readily capable of causing bodily harm.
	Examples: having possession of knives or guns (real or look alike), or other objects readily capable of causing bodily harm

Nonexamples:pencils, scissors, etc., when being used properly and not intended as a weapon
