	Inappropriate Language
	Stupid, ugly, shut-up, fart, crap, freaking, This sucks! and/or stick up a finger trying to make it look inappropriate
	Calling adults names such as, stupid, ugly, or you suck! Calling adults and/or students names such as, gay, faggot, or screw you. Also Swearing or cursing and/or sticking up middle finger
	Unsuitable use of words that are not curse words, calling names,

use of inappropriate tones

	
	Physical Contact
	Pushing, shoving, horseplay
	Punching, kicking, hitting, stabbing someone with a pencil or other object to cause harm
	Inappropriate touching with the hands or feet  or other objects which does not result in injury

	
	Defiance/ Disrespect/ Noncompliance

	Talking back, not following directions, sleeping, not completing homework, bringing unallowable items to school (games, toys, cards…)
	Yelling at the teacher, leaving class without permission, occasionally forgetting to complete homework
	Refusing to obey; challenge or resist authority; engage in power struggles

	
	Disruption
	Talking, tapping pencils, repeated noises, continual blurting out, burping out loud, passing gas/flatulating (on purpose), throwing paper wads
	Yelling, turning over furniture, throwing items down (with force/anger)
	Any disturbance or interference that takes away from the learning environment which does not cause physical harm or injury to one’s self or others

	
	Property Misuse
	Kicking furniture, writing on desks (erasable), breaking pencils, crayons… leaning back in a chair
	Breaking classroom materials, throwing desks, chairs, computers, writing on the walls or furniture,

destroying text books or library books
	Use of property in a way in which it was not designed that does not cause physical harm or injury to one’s self or others

	
	Dress Code Violation
	Advertisement of alcohol, tobacco and other illegal substances, shorts with edge not past the tips of the fingers.  Leggings that meet the 8 inch rule.  No hats or caps. No sagging pants or shorts. 
	Wearing hat on hat day
	Student wears clothing that does not fit within the dress code guidelines practiced by the school/district. Suggestive or revealing, advertises alcohol or other drugs and any other clothing that is distractive to the learning process

	
	Technology Violation


	Use of cell phone, pager, PDA or use of non-approved website other than pornographic.

Note: 1st offense; items (such as CD player, cell phone, Game Boy®, iPod®, etc.) will be taken by teacher.  2nd offense; taken by principal.
	Use of Game Boy® on game day with permission.

	Abusive Language

	Indecent language Swearing or curse words directed toward others (both teachers and students)  in a demeaning or provoking manner, verbal or nonverbal

	
	Fighting/ Physical Aggression
	Punching, kicking, hitting, spitting, stabbing someone with a pencil or other object to cause harm
	Pushing, shoving, horseplay that does not escalate 
	Physical Contact with the intent or outcome of causing injury or harm to others

	
	Overt Defiance
	Yelling at teacher, leaving class without permission, “I’m not going to!”  

“You can’t make me!” Refusal to go to the office
	Talking back, not following directions, sleeping, not completing homework, bringing unallowable items to school (games, toys, cards…)
	Refusing boldly to obey; challenge or resist authority; Verbal defiance

	
	Lying/Cheating
	Cheating on tests, copying work, turning in someone else’s work as your own, lying to an adult, signing parent names, lying about minor possessions belonging to you (erasers, pencils…)
	Cooperative learning, peer tutoring
	Lying-Making a statement which one knows to be untrue.

Cheating-using dishonest methods to gain academic advantage

	
	Harassment/Teasing/ Taunting

	Touching others on the bottom or other private areas, threats such as “I’m gonna…”   and repeated unprovoked comments
	Inappropriate comments or calling names not repeated
	Bullying, repeated verbal abuse, threats to others, inappropriate touching, inappropriate gestures, pictures, or notes.

	
	Disruption
	Yelling, turning over furniture, throwing items down (with force/anger), throwing a pencil/objects at someone (without harming)
	Talking, tapping pencils, repeated noises, continual blurting out, burping out loud, passing gas/flatulating (on purpose), throwing paper wads
	Any disturbance or interference that takes away from the learning environment done in an aggressive manner.

	
	Skip Class/Truancy
	Not coming to class, skipping school
	Going to a doctor’s appointment
	Missing school or class without legitimate reason.

	
	Property Damage/Vandalism
	Breaking classroom materials, throwing desks, chairs, computers, destroying text books or library books,  writing on the walls or furniture
	Kicking furniture, writing on desks (erasable), breaking pencils, crayons… leaning back in a chair


	Intentional destruction of property belonging to the school or the teacher through misuse or aggressive behavior.

	
	Forgery/Theft


	Taking money from others, calculators, teachers’ editions, other books and other valuable property


	Cheating on tests, copying work, turning in someone else’s work as your own, lying to an adult, signing parent names, lying about minor possessions belonging to you (erasers, pencils…)
	Stealing property that belongs to other students, teachers or school 

	
	Technology Violation


	Use of pornographic websites
	Use of cell phone, pager, PDA or use of non-approved website other than pornographic.
	Use of websites that show, promote or incite any activity not appropriate for school age students.

	
	Inappropriate Display of Affection
	Holding hands, kissing
	Hugging parent

	Inappropriate School Location/Out of Bounds Area
	Woods, boy in a girls’ bathroom
	Going to retrieve ball in weeds.
	Leaving designated area Without teacher’s permission

	
	Use/Possession of Tobacco, Alcohol, and other Drugs
	Tobacco, Alcohol and/or drugs found in a student’s locker, backpack, purse, jacket, etc. or found in the pockets or hands of the student. 


	Medicines that have been cleared through the office.

Diabetic supplies and inhalers that have been cleared through office.
	Any possession of tobacco, alcohol, and/or other drugs.

	
	Other Drugs including Over the Counter Medicines
	Medicines that have not been cleared through the office (Cough drops, Tylenol…)
