	EXAMPLES

	INAPPROPRIATE LANGUAGE
	Saying “stupid”, “ugly”, “Shut up”, “big dummy”, “you’re fat”, “idiot”, “That sucks!” 
	Cursing, threats toward another person

	PHYSICAL CONTACT
	Silly horseplay, roughhousing, playful grabbing, pinching, chasing, shoving
	Punching, kicking, hitting, slapping

	DEFIANCE
	Not following directions, sleeping, ignoring request of adult, eye rolling
	Yelling at the teacher, leaving class without permission, refusal to comply with rules, argumentative

	DISRUPTION
	Talking out of turn, tapping pencils, repeated noises, breaking line, throwing paperwads
	Yelling, screaming, horseplay, roughhousing

	PROPERTY MISUSE
	Kicking furniture, breaking pencils or crayons, mishandling textbooks or library books, writing on desks, tampering with computer settings
	Throwing desks, chairs, computers, damaged property due to horseplay, breaking classroom equipment

	TEASE/TAUNT
	Making faces, calling others names such as “fag”, “gay”, “pimp”, “whore”, etc. 
	Bullying, inappropriate touching, pictures or notes, and/or calling names based on race, religion, or ethnic origin

	LYING/CHEATING
	Cheating on tests, copying work, telling untruths, obtaining questions/answers to school assignments/tests, plagiarism
	Forged notes from parents, doctors, etc. stealing and hiding stolen property

	HOMEWORK/CLASSWORK
	Consistently failing to turn in homework
	Failure to turn in an assignment on a rare occasion

	FIGHTING
	Hitting, punching, kicking, hair pulling, scratching, choking
	Silly horseplay, playful grabbing, non-aggressive punching or slapping, shoving

	ABUSIVE LANGUAGE
	Calling adults names, such as “bitch”…profanity, curse words
	Saying “stupid”, “ugly”, “Shut up!”

	OVERT DEFIANCE
	Yelling demands such as “I’m not going to”, “you can’t make me”, refusal to go to the office
	Not following directions, not completing work, sleeping, eye rolling, ignoring

	HARASSMENT/BULLYING
	Touching others on the bottom or other private areas, repeated verbal harassment or abuse
	Inappropriate comments, calling names, physical assault/battery, threats involving weapons

	DISRUPTION (repeated)
	Sustained loud talk, repeated yelling/screaming, repeated noise with materials, horseplay or roughhousing during classtime, sustained out of seat behavior 
	Talking, tapping pencil, low noises, throwing paperwads

	THEFT/FORGERY
	Stealing from students, teachers, school, signing parent/teacher/doctor notes
	Telling untruths, wrongful accusations, copying, plagiarism, obtaining questions/answers to school assignments/tests

	PROPERTY DAMAGE
	Breaking classroom materials, destroying textbooks, throwing desks, chairs, computers
	Kicking furniture, breaking pencils/crayons, writing on desks, mishandling textbooks/library books

	WEAPONS
	Possession of guns, knives, knuckles, ammunition, etc. 
	Pencils, scissors, school materials not intended as a weapon, threat to bring a weapon
