	Definition

	Abusive language
	Swearing or curse words directed toward others in a demeaning or provoking manner

	Overt defiance
	Yelling at teacher, leaving class without permission, verbal and physical defiance

	Disruption
	Any disturbance or interference that takes away from the learning environment causing potential harm to one’s self or others

	Fighting / Physical Aggression
	Physical contact with the intent or outcome of causing injury or harm to others

	Theft
	Stealing school or teacher property, stealing student property valued at more than $10.00

	Harassment / Threats
	Bullying, repeated verbal abuse, inappropriate touching, threats of physical harm, including threats of weapons

	Property Damage
	Intentional destruction of property belonging to the school, teacher, or students through misuse or aggressive behavior

	Weapons
	Having possession of a weapon or weapon look alike capable of causing bodily harm

	Drugs / Alcohol
	Any possession of drugs or alcohol, including cigarettes, will be considered a major problem and will be handled by the office
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
