	Pushing, shoving, horseplay, public displays of affection
	Inappropriate touching with the hands or feet which does not  result in injury


	Defiance


	Talking back, not following directions , not completing homework, sleeping
	Refusing boldly to obey; challenging or resisting authority; engaging in power struggles


	Disruptive Class Behavior
	Talking, tapping pencils, repeated noise, playing with toys, electronic devices i.e. cell phones, iPods, Gameboys, C.D. players
	Any disturbance or interference that takes away from the learning environment which does not cause physical harm or injury to one’s self or others 


	Property Misuse
	Kicking furniture, breaking pencils, crayons, etc.
	Use of property  in a way which it was not designed that does not cause physical harm or injury to one’s self or others 


	Disrespect 

(Teasing / Taunting)
	Making faces, calling other students names, making fun of other students
	Inappropriate comments and / or unwanted verbal, physical, or emotional advances
