	Talking while teacher is talking, being rude to other students, inappropriate tone of voice, eye rolling, sighing,

	Disruption
	Talking, tapping,  noises, blurting out, out of seat, passing gas, burping, note passing, paper wads, talking loudly in halls while others are in class
	Shoving or turning over furniture, slamming books, yelling, 
	Any disturbance or interference that takes away from the learning environment which does not cause physical harm or injury to one’s self or others

	
	Property Misuse
	Leaning back in chair, writing on desks, propping feet on walls or desks, kicking furniture, breaking pencils, 

lockers- slamming
 
	Breaking classroom items, throwing desks, chairs, computers

	Yelling, sustained classroom disruption, cell phone usage or ringing, outbursts of anger, use of personal music devices

	Dress Code Violation
	Unnatural hair color,
skirt/shorts/shirt too short or low, see handbook

	Fighting/Physical Aggression

	Hands Off Policy
	PDA (kissing, groping, making out, leaning/full body embrace, sitting in lap, etc.) Rough- horseplay, pushing, shoving, wrestling

	Actions involving PDA, or horseplay which may result in physical harm.

	
	Harassment/Threats/Bullying
	Bullying, verbal abuse, inappropriate touching, threats of physical harm including threats of violence or weapons
	Horseplay, actions or comments which do not make the victim feel threatened
	Student delivers messages, verbal, written, gesture, to another person that caused that person to feel threatened, intimidated, or humiliated.

	
	Lying/Cheating
	Copying other student’s work, plagiarism, cheating on a test, having someone do work for you, lying to an adult
	 Teacher approved group work, cooperative leaning projects
	A student delivers a message that is untrue or misleading. Student gives or receives unauthorized assistance on assignments, tests, or projects.

	
	Skip Class/Truancy
	Hanging out in the bathroom, being in unauthorized areas of the school w/o permission
	Having teacher permission 
	Student leaves or stays out of class/school w/o permission.

	
	Tardy
	Not in class when bell rings
	Having teacher permission
	When a student is not in his/her assigned classroom when the bell rings.

	
	Tobacco 
	Cigarettes, lighter
	
	Student is in possession of lighters, matches, tobacco, or is using tobacco or other tobacco products.
