ARRIVAL

Have Respect:
∙Show a positive attitude through words and actions with everyone

∙Follow adult directions the first time given


Come Ready:


∙Dress in SSA (Standard School Attire)



∙Arrive at destination on time



∙Have only appropriate materials for designated areas


Exercise Responsibility:


∙Use appropriate voice level



∙Walk to your assigned area


Show Safety:


∙Keep hands, feet and objects to yourself



∙Face forward

HALLWAY

Have Respect:


∙Respect personal space (square space)



∙Walk silently - do not disturb others 


Come Ready:


∙Have hall pass visible at all times



∙Walk directly to your destination



∙When in line, stay behind the person in front of you


Exercise Responsibility:


∙Walk to the right



∙Take a direct path to and from class



∙Follow teacher’s directions


Show Safety:


∙Always walk



∙Use handrails on the stairs and take one step at a time



∙Keep hands, feet, and other objects to yourself



∙Keep facing forward

CAFETERIA

Have Respect:


∙Instead of pointing, say “Please” and “Thank you”



∙Use appropriate voice level (inside voice)



∙Follow adult directions the first time given



∙Respect personal space, touch your own food/tray


Come Ready:


∙Enter quietly 

∙Walk to assigned seat/area and be ready to listen to and follow directions

∙Have money ready before going through the line

∙Only go through the line once

∙Exit quietly when teacher enters



Exercise Responsibility:


∙Keep food on trays



∙Leave area clean



∙Stack trays quietly


Show Safety:


∙Always walk



∙Face forward



∙Keep hands, feet, and objects to yourself



∙Stay in your seat, raising your hand for help



∙Hold tray with both hands

CLASSROOM

Have Respect:



∙Follow adult directions the first time given



∙Use appropriate voice level and tone



∙Treat others the way you want to be treated



∙Leave others belongings alone



∙Use appropriate verbal and body language



∙Sit in listening position


Come Ready:


∙Walk to your assigned area

∙Bring/take all materials and assignments with you when you arrive/leave

∙Prepare quietly to begin work


Exercise Responsibility:


∙Stay on task during assignments



∙Pay attention



∙Take care of yourself



∙Be a good listener



∙Use materials appropriately


Show Safety:


∙Keep hands, feet, and objects to yourself



∙Walk in the room

RESTROOM

Have Respect:


∙Stay in your own stall



∙Be quick-be silent



∙Flush the toilet



∙Close doors quietly



∙Lock and unlock doors



∙Respect personal space- peeking, crawling on the floor


Come Ready:
∙Enter restroom after classmate leaves (one comes out, one comes in)

∙When another class is using the restroom, stand at the end of the line and wait for your turn


Exercise Responsibility:


∙Be quick



∙Throw toilet paper into the toilet



∙Leave restroom clean (trash in cans, keep floor clean and dry)



∙Three pulls on paper towels (1-2-3 rip)


Show Safety:


∙One person at each sink



∙No pencils/crayons/markers/pens



∙Face forward



∙Stand left of the tape line



∙Quiet, hands at sides (hands and feet to yourself)



∙One child per stall



∙Keep floor dry



∙Be careful with water



∙Wash hands or use Germ-X

SPECIALS

Have Respect:


∙Share and take turns



∙Have calm, positive attitude



∙Follow adult directions the first time given


Come Ready:


∙Walk to and remain in your assigned area



∙Enter/Exit quietly



∙Remain quiet


Exercise Responsibility:


∙Clean up materials when finished



∙Use appropriate voice levels and tone


Show Safety:


∙Use materials appropriately 



∙Keep hands and feet to yourself

RECESS/PLAYGROUND

Have Respect:


∙Be kind and play safely and fairly

∙Take turns and stay in line for use of play objects and equipment



∙Use appropriate language, voice level and tone



∙Include everyone in all games and activities



∙Respect landscaping and walk on appropriate area



∙Calm down and enter the building quietly and orderly


Come Ready:


∙Watch for signal to line up the first time the signal is given



∙Walk directly to the appropriate place


Exercise Responsibility:


∙Collect and secure play equipment



∙Stay in designated area

∙Follow play area rules, and use of time (use counting method to take turns)


Show Safety:


∙Keep hands, feet, and objects to yourself

∙Play carefully and be aware of others playing on swings and slides

∙All interactions should be free of horseplay (kicking, hitting, pushing, shoving, tackling, wrestling, etc.)

DISMISSAL


Have Respect:


∙Keep hands, feet, and objects to yourself



∙Walk facing forward


Come Ready:


∙Walk



∙Bring all needed materials (books, homework, notes)

∙If riding home with another student, give a signed note to your teacher in the morning


Exercise Responsibility:


∙Leave building in an orderly fashion



∙Watch for your car instead of talking


Show Safety:


∙Keep hands, feet and objects to yourself



∙Stand in a straight line with your class behind the cone



∙Bus riders walk directly to the bus

BUS

Have Respect:


∙Follow directions of the bus driver



∙Keep a positive attitude toward others on the bus



∙Respect personal space of others



∙Respect property of others


Come Ready:


∙Go to your assigned seat



∙Always face forward in your seat



∙Have belongings ready to enter/exit the bus


Exercise Responsibility:


∙Walk directly to/from the bus



∙Follow the bus rules



∙Keep all objects inside closed backpack on the bus



Show Safety:
∙Keep hands, feet, and other objects to yourself and inside the bus

∙Stay seated

∙Keep the aisles clear

∙Remain quiet (library voice) on the bus

∙Enter/Exit the bus one behind another
