	Cafeteria
	P:  Hanging out in the bathroom or hallways.  Athletes in locker room.  In the morning still eating after the report to class bell rings.

T:  Leave cafeteria in time to be in class on time. 
	P:  No money for lunch.  Do not know lunch number.  Bringing books to cafeteria.
T:  Have money for lunch.  Memorize lunch number.  Take books to locker.
	P:  No manners.  Throwing food. Shouting.
T:  Conversation tone.  No throwing food.  Remember “Please” and “Thank you.”  Ask for assistance respectfully.
	P:  Trash left behind on tables and floor.
T:  Clean your area and return trays.  Dispose of trash properly.

	P:  No accountability or no pass.  Loitering in bathroom and hallway.

	P:  Students not following rules.
T:  Learn the library rules and follow them.

	Gym
	P:  Loitering in hallway.  No pass.
T: Students should not be in gym or locker rooms without a pass.
	P:  Not dressing out for gym.
T:  Have correct attire for gym:  tennis shoes, shorts/jogging pants, and t-shirt.
	P:  Walking on main floor when not necessary.  Arguing in locker rooms.
T:  Always avoid walking on main floor unless you have on gym shoes and a purpose for being there.  Speak with kindness.
	P:  Mess in locker room and bleachers.
T:  Pick up after yourself in locker rooms and on the bleachers.

	Dismissal
	P:  Loitering in the hallways and parking lot.
T:  Students not staying for tutoring, after school detention, or other activities should leave campus immediately.  The parking lot should be clear by 3:15 p.m.  Students staying on campus should report to the supervising teacher by 2:50 p.m.
	P:  Rushing back to locker to retrieve forgotten item.  Asking to check on how they are getting home (phone call or contact another student in the building).  Forgetting to pick up bus note.
T:  Plan ahead—know how you are getting home.  A phone call will cost you $.25.  Get bus notes during homeroom/social.
	P:  Disregarding the authority of teachers on duty while waiting for late bus.  Excessive noise in hallways.  Running to bus and cars.
T:  Dismiss from building in a safe and efficient manner.  Show respect for teachers on duty and obey their instructions.
	P:  Students disregard the rights and safety of others.

	P:  Students not riding assigned bus.  Failure to get appropriate bus notes.  Out of seat, walking and running around.  Throwing objects.  Having food and drinks.  Excessive noise.  Tobacco and/or alcohol on the bus.  Fighting or hazing.  Use of profanity. Inappropriate sexual contact.
T:  Follow all bus rules and guidelines to insure safe transportation of students and driver to and from school.

	P:  Walking around before event; out of area.
T:  Go directly to gym when announced or bell rings.
	P:  Don’t bring pencil when required.
T:  Come to presentations requiring pencil or paper with pencil and paper.
	P:  Arguing, fighting, name calling, not listening, hands off.
T:  Listen and follow directions of staff.  Say positive things about everyone.  Keep your hands to yourself.
