Be Respectful 
Classroom: Wait patiently for your turn. Use appropriate language. Use appropriate body language. Work quietly so you do not disturb others with your words or actions. Face the speaker when they are talking. Follow directions. Keep hands, feet and other objects to yourself. Use school and personal property appropriately. 
Art class:  Use instruments safely. Follow directions. Use your own materials, unless you ask permission to use someone else’s materials and are given permission to do so by that person. Keep hands, feet and other objects to yourself.

Assemblies: Keep hands, feet and other objects to yourself. Look at the speaker when they are talking/performing. Respond to the speakers questions/requests in an appropriate way.
Hallways: Look forward with hands at your side, while in a straight line. Travel silently between classes so not to disrupt other students learning. Use appropriate body language. Leave enough room to walk between the wall and the line for other to pass. Use school and personal property appropriately.     

Bathrooms: Wait your turn. Open the stalls only when they are empty. Use kind words, refrain from making rude comments. Use school and personal property appropriately.  
Cafeteria: Speak politely. Allow your classmates their personal space. Use good table manners and use school and personal property appropriately.
Arrival/Dismissal: Obey instructions. Use a library voice. Keep hands, feet and other objects to yourself. Always face forward. Allow your peers their personal space.

Playground:  Take turns and share with everyone. Acknowledge others abilities and encourage their participation.
Bus:  Obey instructions given by the bus driver. Use a library voice at all times on the bus. Keep hands, feet and other objects to yourself on the bus. Always face forward and watch where you are going. Stay seated. Allow your peers their personal space.
