Teacher Expectations

Morning Bus

1. Be on duty at 7:00 am.

2. Two teachers are to be seated and have the TV ready.

3. Make sure that students are seated in the proper rows.

4. Start dismissing for breakfast at 7:15 am for K- MUST be led in by a teacher.  7:20 for 1st grade, 7:23 for 2nd grade. 7:26 for 3rd, and 7:29 for 4th.

5. Students may not talk the last five minutes.

6. Start with 4th grade to dismiss to classes at the announcement.  All teachers that are not on bus duty are to be at their doors to monitor the hallways.  K and 1st will be picked up last.  

Hallway

1. Stop and correct any child that is not following rules.  

2. If they do not correct, send a note to the teacher.

Cafeteria

1. Take students to the bathroom BEFORE going into the cafeteria.  

2. Follow the scheduled time for dropping off and picking up students. 

3. Monitor students in the line to the kitchen until the first students goes through the cashier.

4. Teachers are to leave their clipboard at the end of their table for the assistants to use for documentation. 

5. Monitors will ask students to clean their area before dismissing to take trays.

Afternoon Dismissal

1. Kindergarten are to be outside at 2:45.

2. Everyone else is to be dismissed at 2:50.

Car Duty

1. If you have car duty, be outside at 2:45.

2. All teachers not on little bus duty will walk the students in their grade level outside to car duty.

3. Those 3 teachers remain outside monitoring students on car duty.

4. Teachers are not to talk to each other or parents unless in the designated parent/teacher area. 

5. Move any student that is not following the car duty rules to the center of the aisle.

6. Send a note to the teacher of problem students in the center aisle.

7. Do not allow students to return to the building.

Afternoon Bus Duty

1. Teachers that have little bus duty will take students to the bathroom and water fountain before leading them into the gym at 3:10.

2. The teachers that are on bus duty will be in the gym at 3:10.

3. One Teacher rolls out the TV cart while the other teacher seats students in their assigned areas.

Playground

1. One teacher per grade level stays in with the students requiring detention or timeout.

2. Do not allow students to leave the detention room.

3. Do not allow students from the playground to return in the building without an escort.

4. Monitor ALL areas of the playground.
