“All Good Bucks”- Algood Elementary School

Acknowledgement & Reinforcement System

What are “All Good Bucks”?

“All Good Bucks” are the reinforcement system used at Algood Elementary for reinforcing students for following the school-wide rules and behavioral expectations (Be Respectful, Be Responsible; Be Ready)

How will we (teachers and staff) get the All Good Bucks?

Mrs. Cash is in charge of the tickets and they will be kept in the library, however, she will put the tickets in each teacher’s and staff’s mailbox each month.  Teachers will be responsible for securing their tickets for the month.

How many “All Good Buck” should I give out each week? 

All certified employees will be given 200 each month (in his/her mailbox) and non-certified staff will be given 100 to give out each week.  Teachers will give out 10 per day and non-certified staff will give out 5 per day. Substitute teachers can pick up an envelope with 15 “All Good Bucks” to use for the day.  Balance All Good Bucks between students who follow the rules, and those who struggle to do so. This is how we will start the system and if we find that we need to provide students with more reinforcement, then we can do so.  Mrs. Ramsey may announce a “Magic” number for special days or weeks.  This will be the number of “All Good Bucks” you will give out on that day.  Your ticket supply will be replenished.

For what are “All Good Bucks” given out?
“All Good Bucks” are given randomly and intermittently to students when they follow the school wide rules.  The rule that the student followed should be stated when given to the student: (e.g.” Thanks Angie for picking up that piece of paper.  That is very respectful.”  Always relate them to the school wide rules.  Teachers should not only reinforce their own students in their classroom, but also catch students throughout the school in common areas when he/she sees a student following the school-wide rules. This reinforcement system is part of the larger SWPBS process and needs to be used as such.  Students need to be able to access the reinforcement system “All Good Bucks” throughout the school by all teachers and staff, not just by his/her homeroom or classroom teacher in the classroom.  Teachers and staff will be encouraged to hand out “All Good Bucks” in the cafeteria, hallway, bathrooms, gymnasium, arrival and dismissal, especially during times and locations in which problem behaviors are more likely. 

What are some examples of giving out “All Good Bucks?”

Examples include: “Handing a student an “All Good Buck” and saying, thank you for bringing all of your materials to class- that is responsible. Always relate back to the 3Rs- Be Ready, Be Respectful Be Responsible.  If you ask students what they have received a “All Good Buck” for, you want them to say, “for being respectful, responsible or ready.”  These should be given out individually, not whole class and should be contingent upon students following one of the three school-wide rules. 


What are some non-examples for what students should receive “All Good Bucks/ Use of “All Good Bucks”?

Just handing them one, not telling them what rule they followed. Giving students an “All Good Buck” related to academics.  Never take away an “All Good Buck.”  Once the student has earned it, he/she received it and it should not be taken away.  Teachers should not give these out when students ask for them.  These are not to be used to “bribe” students (e.g. if you are good for the substitute, then I will give you a “All Good Buck.” Teachers should not give out multiple “All Good Bucks” to one student at same time.  These are meant to be used intermittently and individually, contingent upon following the school-wide rules. 

“All Good Bucks” should not be given out for academic REASONS. 
We have enough opportunity in schools to reward students for doing well academically.  This reinforcement system is solely for reinforcing students when they follow the school-wide rules (or the clarified behavioral expectations posted on the walls).


How can I ensure that all students (those who always follow the rules and those who sometimes break the rules?):
Consider putting tickets in your (teacher/staff) pockets (one side for students who follow the rules and the other for students who sometimes break the rules) to ensure that you give to both “types of students.  This reinforcement system is not for the “bad” kids, is not for the “good kids” it is for ALL kids.  We want to make sure that students, who have always done school well, get the ”All Good Bucks”, as well as students who may be likely to break the rules.  It is important that teachers and staff find a balance of catching ALL students for following the school-wide rules.
