It is very important to have in place a solid classroom management system in your classroom.  That system should include clear rules and rewards, as well as negative consequences or punishments.   Intervention strategies should be in place and used before resorting to punishment.

Intervention Strategies

2 X 10 –establishing rapport with a student by talking privately 2 minutes each day for 10 consecutive school days about anything other than school work.

PEP – Private, Eye Contact, and Proximity – Stepping close to a student and speaking in a normal yet firm tone to change behavior (rather than shouting across the room).

Reteach  rules with T-charts

SLANT rules

Catch them being good 5:1

Positive peer partner

Break task into smaller steps
Behavior contract – “Carry card”
Counseling

Here are some ideas for punishments to use for disruptive classroom behaviors:

2 hour detention

Home/school agreement to withhold extra curricular activities (ball games, cheerleading, chorus)

Written punishment (The Greene County School Board policy should be checked here to avoid long repetitious written work, which is not permitted)

Communication with parents

Isolation in the classroom

Exclude from group activities

Have student talk to an administrator or counselor

Have parent sit with student in class
