PSMS SWPBS Incentive – Prescott Power Pass

Procedures

1. Teachers receive 200 tickets to award the first month of school.  The number of tickets will be reduced as the students become familiar with the expectations.  Staff members, administrators, and substitutes will also have tickets. 

2. Teachers/Staff are required to secure their tickets in a safe place out of student reach.
3. Teachers should hand out approximately 50 tickets per week/10 per day during the first month of school. 

4. It is important to ‘balance’ tickets awarded between students who always follow the rules/expectations and those who are making progress.

5. Teachers/Staff award tickets ONLY for desired target behavior expectations for:
· Be Respectful

· Be Ready

· Be Responsible

6. Teachers may award tickets to their own students or to any student

in the school who exemplify the target behavior expectations.

7. Teachers/Staff fill out the ticket with student name, check the appropriate behavior, initial/sign the teacher’s name, and award to the student.  

8. Student must be told and understand why they are receiving the ticket. 

9. Teachers are not responsible for filling out a new ticket if the student

loses a ticket.  Lost tickets WILL NOT be replaced.

Each teacher/grade level may decide how students will secure their individual tickets.
10.  Please explain and discuss the Prescott Power Pass with your homeroom  
students so that students understand how to earn and redeem tickets.
