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Purpose:  To provide positive reinforcement and reward for large group (class) behavior anywhere during school activities.  To reinforce classes following school wide rules. 

Materials:  Strips of colorful paper about 1 inch wide and 8 ½” – 9 “ long

Procedures:  

1. Any staff member may give a compliment to an entire class for following one or more school wide rules.  Example:  A staff member may pass a class that is very orderly and quiet in the hall and hand the class a compliment pass.  If a class is improving, a pass can be given to encourage them to continue to improve.  You may give a pass to your own class.  Keep the passes frequent (maybe earning 2 or 3 a day) but don’t overdo it.  Each class should get several the first week and have to work a bit harder as a class to earn the passes as we continue.  

2. The teacher will take the compliment pass and loop it making a ring.  Connect the loops to create a paper chain.  

3. Hang the chain from the ceiling in your classroom.

4. When the chain touches the floor the class may have a party.  What the party consists of and who provides treats is up to the individual teacher.
