	At the end of each day the final classroom teacher will summarize the % of correct responses based on the number of opportunities presented during the probed times each day.

	Two weeks after intervention begins and every week thereafter. Christopher’s classroom teachers will meet to make data-based decisions each Monday during their planning period at 10:00.
