	2. Definition and Critical Attributes/Rules

*Be considerate of others space  *Use indoor voice *Follow directions  *Keep hands and feet to self

*Walk  *Enter Quietly*Sit Down until your table is called  *Raise hand when assistance is needed  

*Clean up the area where you are sitting  *Throw trash in the garbage can  *Keep all food in cafeteria


	3. Examples

Walking-Single file lines with hands and feet to self

Sit in assigned areas

Sit in seats as you come to them

Raise hands for assistance

Clean area after eating

Get permission to go to bathroom or another area

Use inside voices


	3. Non-Examples

Run to cafeteria

Line up side by side with pushing and shoving

Older students sit at K-1 table

Leave the area without permission

Leave wrappers and food at table areas

Talk loudly/scream

	4. Activities to Enhance Skill Development

Teachers/staff introduce rules/expectations

Students model correct rules/expectations (examples)

Staff model incorrect actions (non-examples)



	5. Activities to Check for Understanding 

Role play

Tell me, Show me

Tell a friend, Show a friend

Draw pictures to illustrate



	6. Activities to Extend Skill Development

Develop a T-chart for the way breakfast looks and sounds when the rules are being followed

Make videos of examples
