Activities:
*
Introduce the expectations by using a mnemonic device (WORM)



Walk quietly at all times




Obey mature behavior in hallways




Respect personal space and belongings

Have students list which of the expectations each point of the worm describes.

Students will demonstrate examples of appropriate hallway behavior.

Culminating Piece:
Students will be given a card that says “Remember the Worm!” to reinforce the expectations.  A visual of the expectations is displayed in the hallway.
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
