Location: Assemblies & Field Trips


Grade Level:  PreK- 4
	1. Expectation:

Be Respectful, Be Responsible, Be Safe


	2.  Definition/Rule (See Matrix)

*Listen to speaker/presenter

*Watch out for others

*Stay in line

*Stay with assigned adult

*Walk at all times



	3.  Examples
Entering assembly in line

Walking carefully

Being seated when asked with your class

Sitting quietly while listening to speaker

Sit on bottoms
	3.  Non-examples

Talking while presenter is talking

Walking in as a crowd

Running or pushing and shoving

Not watching where you are going

Going to sit with another class

	4.  Activities to Enhance Skill Development

Introduce the expectation, the rules and review the examples and non-examples with students.  Have students demonstrate the examples, and teacher demonstrates the non-examples.



	5.  Activities to Check for Understanding

Have students tell a friend one ways to be respectful, responsible, and safe at an assembly or on a field trip

‘Thumbs-up/thumbs-down’ to teacher’s demonstrations of examples and non-examples.

	6.  Activities to Extend Skill Development

Have students role play examples for a few minutes in pairs, and give each encouragement/praise.



	7.  Acknowledgements to Maintain Positive Behaviors

Use specific verbal praise to let students know exactly which expectation they followed.
