	1. Expectation/ Location:

Be Respectful, Be Responsible, Hands & Feet to Self, Be There-Be Ready, and Follow Directions

	2. Definition and Critical Attributes/Rules

*Be quiet *Keep hands and feet to self


*Be clean

*Be quick

	3. Examples

Go to and from bathroom using appropriate hall behavior

Do business and get out quickly

Use indoor voice

Flush after using toilet

Keep hands, feet, and objects to self

Follow teacher directions 
	3. Non-Examples

Disregarding teachers’ directions

Running   Staying in bathroom and talking

Not keeping hands, feet, and objects to self

Forgetting to flush toilet

Missing the toilet and hitting the wall and/or floor

Talking/being loud enough to disturb other classes

	4. Activities to Enhance Skill Development

Introduce the expectation, the rules, and examples and non-examples.  Write rules and expectations on chart and read them chorally.  

 

	5. Activities to Check for Understanding

Discuss everyone having a turn in the bathroom 

Role play everything except using toilet

Tell me, Show me except using toilet

Tell a friend, Show a friend except using toilet

Teacher demonstrates examples and non-examples.  Students answer using cooperative learning structure “Numbered Heads Together.”

	6. Activities to Extend Skill Development

Develop a T-chart for the way walking to and from the bathroom (alone and with the class) looks and sounds when the rules are being followed-use words and pictures of students demonstrating desired behaviors.

Role play and or use demonstrations at least once a month

Write social stories for those students who have difficulty following the behavioral expectations.
