	Rule 1. Be quiet. Close doors gently. Keep eyes on self.


	Rule 1. Students crawling, playing, socializing, and slamming doors. Students peeking under, over, or through door.

	Rule 2. Use the bathroom quietly and quickly. Flush the toilet. Wash hands and keep water in the sink. Dry hands properly.
	Rule 2.  Students playing in water, placing paper towels in sink or commode.



	Rule 3. Walk in restroom. Clean up after your self. Wash hands. Look for feet under stall doors before entering stall.
	Rule 3. Students misusing tissue, not washing hands. Students running in restroom.
