*Take all belongs when exiting the bus

*Keep hands and feet to self

	3. Examples:
*Walk to and from the bus

*Listen/follow directions to staff and bus

*Have all your belongings

*Stay seated
	3. Non-Examples:
*Running to and from the bus
*Shouting and yelling 

*Not following directions

*Hitting and/or pushing others

*Throwing things

*Being out of your seat

*Teacher will demonstrate rules and expectations

*Students will demonstrate rules and expectations through role-play

*Teacher will demonstrate non-examples and ask students to explain what was    

  wrong

	5.  Activities to Check for Understanding:
*Draw pictures to illustrate

*Tell a friend, show a friend

	6. Activities to Extend Skill Development:
*Role play

*Make and watch a video of examples

	7. Acknowledgements to Maintain Positive Behaviors:
*Faculty/staff incentives

*Words of praise

*Reteach often
