Lesson Plan to Teach Behavioral Expectations 
Location: Cafeteria




Grade Level:  PreK- 4
	1. Expectation
Be Respectful, Be Responsible, Be Safe
Be considerate of others’ space, use inside voice, follow directions from adults, raise hand when assistance is needed, clean up the area where you are sitting, throw trash in garbage can, keep food in the cafeteria, if you spill your food clean it up or tell an adult.



	2.  Examples

Seating arrangement at teachers’ discretion

Walk in a single file line with hands and feet to self
Sit in assigned areas  
Raise hand for assistance.
Clean area after eating

Use whispering voices

Eat only food that is yours.
Get all necessary utensils and condiments when in line and before being seated at the table.
Keep food on trays.
Walk to line up and return to class appropriately.  Have money ready to pay.  
Make choices before entering the cafeteria.  
	3.  Non-examples

Speak loudly enough for someone across the room to hear.
Throwing food.

Find your seat, then get up to retrieve needed items.

Leave food and trash on the table.
High five students in passing.

Leave wrappers and food at table

Play touching games

Sharing food.

Playing with food (your or other’s)


	4.  Activities to Enhance Skill Development
Introduce the expectation, the rules and review the examples and non-examples with students.  Students model correct rules/expectations (examples:  older students model to younger students)

Staff model incorrect actions (non-examples)


	5.  Activities to Extend Skill Development

Students will play a game similar to Simon Says.  This game is called Mrs. Grasty Says.  In this game Mrs. Grasty will say, “Mrs. Grasty Says that you should only touch or eat food that belongs to you.”  If this is an example of a real cafeteria rule, the student will put both hands on their head.  If it is not a rule, the student should not put hands on their head.
Role play

Tell me-show me

Make video of examples, pictures to show what it LOOKS like



	6.  Acknowledgements to Maintain Positive Behaviors

Use specific verbal praise to let students know exactly which expectation they followed.

Provide tickets.  Re-teach and reinforce the rules.
