	1. Expectation/Character Ed:

Be Respectful, Be Responsible, Be Safe

	2. Definition/Rule(See Matrix):
*Use indoor voices
*Follow directions

*Enter and take your seat immediately

*Clean up your area

*Keep all food in the cafeteria

*Throw trash in the garbage can

*Keep hands and feet to self

*Be attentive to staff for announcements and instructions

*Throw gum away when entering

*Wait until table is dismissed by staff

	3. Examples:
*Walking: single file lines with hands and 
  feet to self

*Clean area after eating

*Wait until table is dismissed to leave

*Talk quietly to the people at your table
	3. Non-Examples:
*Running to the cafeteria
*Leaving food at table area

*Leaving when not given permission

*Talk loudly/screaming
*Throwing food

	4. Activities to Enhance Skill Development:
*Introduce the expectations, the rules, and examples and non-examples

*Teacher will demonstrate rules and expectations

*Students will demonstrate rules and expectations through role-play

*Teacher will demonstrate non-examples and ask students to explain what was    

  wrong

	5.  Activities to Check for Understanding:
*Draw pictures to illustrate

*Tell a friend, show a friend

	6. Activities to Extend Skill Development:
*Role play

*Make and watch a video of examples

	7. Acknowledgements to Maintain Positive Behaviors:
*Faculty/staff incentives

*Words of praise

*Reteach often
