	Time needed:

	Show responsibility
	On time

	Expectations:

· Enter/exit quietly

· Go directly to assigned seat

· Accept responsibility for your actions
	Expectations:

· Be in class before bell

· Turn in assignments on time
	Expectations:

· Bring all supplies to class
	Expectations:

· Keep hands, feet & mouth to self

· Keep school property clean

· Watch and listen to teacher

· Communicate using “school language” (verbal, nonverbal, volume)

· Follow all adult directions (leaving seat, etc.)

	Teach examples/non-examples for meeting behavioral expectations

	Non-Examples
	Examples

	Show responsibility:
· Running, yelling, pushing, shoving, etc. in classroom

· Not in assigned seat

· “It wasn’t me,” “I didn’t do it,” “It’s not just me,” etc.
	Show responsibility:
· Come into classroom, sharpen pencil, etc., 

· Have a seat in assigned area

· “Yes,” “I’m sorry,” “I’ll stop,” etc.

	On time:

· Still in the hallway when bell rings

· Turning assignments after due date, making excuses
	On time:
· In classroom before bell rings

· Use agenda to keep track of assignments and turn in on time

	Always prepared:

· Not having pen, sharpened pencil, paper, textbooks, agendas, and/or other class materials as assigned by teacher
	Always prepared:
· Arriving to class with pen, sharpened pencil, paper, textbooks, agendas, and/or other class materials as assigned by teacher

	Respect yourself, others, and property:

· Hitting, pushing, shoving, slapping necks, throwing objects, talking inappropriately to or about others

· Writing on desks, chairs, textbooks, furniture, counters, cabinets, etc.; leaving items or garbage on desk/floor

· Talking, sleeping, working on assignments for another class, etc. while teacher is teaching

· Yelling, profanity, slang, gang signs, etc.

· Not sitting when asked, leaving seat without permission, etc.
	Respect yourself, others, and property:
· Maintain personal space, use objects for their intended purposes, keep comments about others to yourself, take turns when speaking

· Write on paper only, throw trash into garbage can

· In seat, making eye contact with teacher, paying attention to what teacher is saying or doing, silent 

· Speaking at an appropriate volume, using appropriate words

· Going directly to seat at teacher’s request, staying in seat unless otherwise directed, etc.

	Lesson plan:

DAY 1

· Warm-up—Students brainstorm typical classroom problem behaviors

· Share rules/expectations

· Students work in partners or groups to come up with more examples/non-examples for each rule, then share with class

DAY 2

· Review Day 1 (examples/non-examples)

· Demonstrate non-examples (teacher) and examples (students)

· Students write about or draw the expected behaviors and synthesize the effects on the learning environment that will occur when expected behaviors are exhibited



	Materials:  DAILY—PASSPORT & COPIES OF RULES MATRIX FOR AREA

Day 1: dry erase board/markers, copies of rules & expectations, chart paper/markers/tape

Day 2: chart paper from previous day/tape, paper/pencils for kids
