Lesson Plan to Teach Expectations - Hallway

	1. Expectation/ Location:  Be Responsible, Be Respectful, Be Safe/ Hallway

	2. Definition and Critical Attributes/Rules

Be Responsible - *Go to appropriate area *Stay with the class *Watch the students in front of you for sudden stops *Know where you are going

Be Respectful - *Walk quietly in line  *Follow Directions of adult/teacher/substitute/staff

*Keep hands, feet, and objects to self

Be Safe - *Walk slowly  *Stay to the right *Walk forward at all times *Stay off the heels of the student in front of you 


	3. Examples

Follow teacher/adult/staff directions the first time

Say “excuse me” or “I’m sorry” if accidentally bumping into someone

Walk slowly and quietly with hands/feet to self 
	3. Non-Examples

Disregarding teachers’ directions

Running

Pushing someone in front of you to “go!”

Walking while facing backwards/sideways

Walking too far behind the person in front of you that leaves a large gap

Putting hands, feet, and objects on others and/or on materials on the walls
Knocking on doors of classrooms as you pass or while standing still

Walking in the middle of the hall

Walking out of line

Talking/being loud enough to disturb other classes

Waving to students in class

Peeking in windows

	4. Activities to Enhance Skill Development

Introduce the expectations, rules, examples and non-examples.  Teacher/staff will demonstrates the non-examples.  Students demonstrate examples (students who pose challenges would be good demonstrators of examples).  When teacher/staff demonstrates non-examples others tell what is wrong and tell how to correctly follow the rules.

	6. Activities to Extend Skill Development

Develop a T-chart for how walking in the hall looks and sounds when the rules are being followed-use words and pictures of students demonstrating desired behaviors.
