	2. Definition and Critical Attributes/Rules

*Walk quietly in line  *Follow Directions

*Keep hands, feet, and objects to self

*Walk slowly   *Stay to the right




	3. Examples

Follow teacher directions the first time

Say excuse me or sorry if accidentally bumping into someone

Walk slowly and quietly with hands/feet to self 
	3. Non-Examples

Disregarding teachers’ directions

Running

Not keeping hands, feet, and objects to self

Walking in the middle of the hall

Walking out of line

Talking/being loud enough to disturb other classes

	4. Activities to Enhance Skill Development

Introduce the expectation, the rules, and examples and non-examples.  Teacher or specific students will demonstrate the non-examples.  Students demonstrate examples (students who pose challenges would be good demonstrators of examples).  When teacher or students demonstrate non-examples others tell what is wrong and tell what the correct way would be.
