	Show responsibility

	Expectations:

· Walk in line quietly when with class

· Stay to the right side of the hallway

· Walk quietly with pass or escort
	Expectations:

· Clear hallway before bell rings
	Expectations:

· Get all items needed from locker at designated time
	Expectations:
· Keep school property clean

· Keep hands, feet & mouth to self

· Follow all adult directions

· Communicate using “school language”

	Teach examples/non-examples for meeting behavioral expectations

	Non-Examples
	Examples

	Show responsibility:

· Walking in groups or clumps when with class

· Running, yelling, pushing, shoving, etc.

· Walking down middle or on left side of hallway

· Walking unaccompanied or without a pass during class time
	Show responsibility:

· Walking in a single file line

· Walking silently while with class

· Walking on right side of hallway

· Walking only with an escort or a pass during class times



	On time:

· Being in hallway without adult supervision after bell rings
	On time:

· Getting into classroom before bell rings

	Always prepared:

· Asking teacher to go to locker after class starts (or after dismissing to lunch, going to buses, etc.)

	Always prepared:

· Pick up all textbooks, supplies, etc., from locker before class begins (or before dismissing to lunch, going to buses, etc.)

	Respect yourself, others, and property:

· Hitting, pushing, shoving, slapping necks, throwing objects, talking inappropriately to or about others

· Yelling, profanity, slang, gang signs, etc.

· Writing on or in lockers, on walls, in stairwells, or doors; leaving items or garbage on floor; playing with water fountains, glass cases, anything posted on walls, etc.

· Not responding to adult directions to walk, keep moving, go to class, etc.


	Respect yourself, others, and property:

· Maintain personal space, use objects for their intended purposes, keep comments about others to yourself
· Speaking at an appropriate volume, using appropriate words

· Throw trash into garbage cans, drinking from water fountains
· Going directly to and from designated locations, especially at teacher request

	Lesson plan:

Day 1:
· Warm-up—hand out cards with A, B, C, etc., written on them—have students write words or phrases starting with each letter—one word or phrase for a desirable behavior, one word or phrase for an undesirable behavior

· Collect cards and post them in alphabetical order, reading and briefly discussing behaviors

· Teacher goes over rules/expectations

Day 2:
· Review Day 1

· Divide kids into four groups and have each group pick S, O, A, or R and develop a short lesson to teach other groups how to exhibit appropriate behaviors

· Have students teach lessons

· After each lesson, discuss what else could be added to the lesson to make it better
