	Rule 1. Obey adults the first time.  Walk silently while keeping hands to side, behind back, crossed in front, or in pockets.  Stand up straight away from the wall.
	Rule 1. Disregarding or refusal to follow adults’ directions, running or talking to others and giving them high-fives, being loud enough to disturb other classes, touching work on the walls or leaning against the walls.

	Rule 2. Stop to allow classes to pass by, yield to others.  Walk around adult conversations.  
	Rule 2.  Walking through a class in line causing others to be separated from their class. Bumping into others. Walking between two adults that are talking.



	Rule 3. Walk in center of hallway unless another class is present, then walk to the right of the hall.  Leave a tile betwen you and the person in front  of you.  Watch where you are going and yield to others. Say excuse me or sorry if you accidently bump into someone.

	Rule 3. Walking out of line, rubbing up against the wall, stepping on the person in front of you by not leaving enough space.  Bumping into others because you are not paying attention and being rude about it.
