	Rule 1. Station teacher will yell out, push and shove classroom teacher. Station teacher will knock books out of arms of the classroom teacher.
	Rule 1. Two students will walk past each other, speak quietly with each other, carrying books in arms. One student accidently drops book; other helps pick them up. 


	Rule 2.  A. Station teacher will exit classroom slowly, wander aimlessly, piddle around, then be late to classroom without any book, etc.

B. Station teacher walks past classroom teacher. Classroom teacher says, “where is your hallpass?” Station teacher says, “don’t even know!” Classroom teacher says, “Let’s go back to your classroom. I’ll walk you back.”  
	Rule 2.  A. Students will move out of a classroom, go directly to lockers, get “stuff”, speak quietly then move quickly to another classroom. 

B. Student walking down hallway with hallpass. Station teacher says, “thanks for having your hall pass!” Student and teacher keep walking past each other.


	Rule 3. Station teacher will run and zigzag, bumping into the classroom teacher and a trashcan.  Classroom teacher raises voice, saying, ”hey, watch out!”
	Rule 3. 2 students walk together down right side of hallway, with 2 others passing on the left. “Hey, guys, how’s it going?”
