	1. Expectation/ Location:

Be Respectful, Be Responsible, Hands & Feet to Self, Be There-Be Ready, and Follow Directions

	2. Definition and Critical Attributes/Rules

*Enter and exit quietly  *Use indoor voice  *Keep hands and feet to self  *Follow directions
*Listen  *Follow library rules

*Return books and materials on time  *Be on time  *Bring needed materials



	3. Examples

Walk into the library

Talk quietly or have no talking

Listen to the teacher

Walk when leaving the library

Put materials/books away

Turn book pages correctly

Keep hands, feet, and materials to self
	3. Non-Examples

Run into the library

Talk loudly when entering or leaving

Disregard teachers’ directions

Talk when the teacher is giving directions/talking

Hit and/or push others

Throw books, magazines, etc. 

Rip book pages, dog-ear pages to save place

Run when leaving the library

	4. Activities to Enhance Skill Development

Introduce the expectation, the rules, and examples and non-examples. Teacher will explain and demonstrate rules and expectations.  Students demonstrate rules and expectations through role-play. 

Teacher will demonstrate non-examples and ask students to explain what was wrong.

	5. Activities to Check for Understanding

Ask students to role-play examples and non-examples.

Tell me, Show me arrival rules/expectations

Tell a friend, Show a friend rules/expectations



	6. Activities to Extend Skill Development

Develop a T-chart for the way entering and leaving the library looks and sounds is when the rules/expectations are being followed.  Use words and pictures of students demonstrating desired behaviors.

Role-play and or use demonstrations.

Write social stories for those students who have difficulty following the behavioral expectations.
