· Have reading logs and pass before entering library

· Use “library” voice at all times

· Keep hands, feet & mouth to self

· Leave all food, drinks, etc., out of library

· Follow all adult directions

	Teach examples/non-examples for meeting behavioral expectations

	Show responsibility:

· Running, yelling, pushing, shoving, etc. in library

· Using computers without permission

· Using computers to check email, look up celebrities, shop online, etc.

· Taking AR tests for a friend or for books you haven’t read
	Show responsibility:

· Walk in library at all times

· Use computers for AR or academic research

· Always ask Mrs. Davis/Mrs. Killingsworth for permission to use computers

· Taking AR tests for books you have read under your own name

	On time:


· Pretending to browse books, magazines, etc., to waste time

· Stopping at the restroom, other classrooms, the office, etc., on your way too or from the library
	On time:

· Looking for books and resources you want or need for class

· Walking directly to and from the library

	Always prepared:

· Coming into the library without a pass from your teacher

· Coming into library without your reading range
	Always prepared:

· Enter the library with a pass from your teacher

· Bringing your reading range with you every time

	Respect yourself, others, and property:

· Hitting, pushing, shoving, slapping necks, throwing objects, talking inappropriately to or about others

· Yelling, profanity, slang, gang signs, etc.

· Eating, drinking


	Respect yourself, others, and property:

· Maintain personal space, use objects for their intended purposes, keep comments about others to yourself
· Speak at a quiet volume, use appropriate words

· Throw away any food or drink before entering

	Lesson plan:

DAY 1
· Warm up—work with partner or small group to fill in acronym LIBRARY with behaviors—some groups do desirable, others do undesirable behaviors

· Share examples from desirable and undesirable lists and fill into a large version of LIBRARY acronym on butcher paper

· Teacher goes over rules/expectations

DAY 2
· Review Day 1

· In small groups, students create posters illustrating desirable or undesirable behaviors (assigned per group) for each of the SOAR letters (on poster board or butcher paper divided into four blocks—S-O-A-R

· Students share posters and use them for points of discussion about rules/expectations

	Materials:  DAILY—PASSPORT & COPIES OF RULES MATRIX FOR AREA

Day 1: paper w/ LIBRARY printed for students, pencils, butcher paper w/ LIBRARY, markers

Day 2: butcher paper with LIBRARY, poster board or butcher paper (enough for each group) divided into fourths, markers
