	1. Expectation/Character Ed:

Be Respectful, Be Responsible, Be Prepared


	2.  Definition/Rule (See Matrix)

*Travel silently between classes.* Leave enough room to walk between the wall and the line for others to pass.* Keep personal items, hands and feet to yourself.*Take a direct path to where you are going and a direct path back to class.* Pick up any trash you see in the hallway while passing through.*Have a hall pass before leaving the classroom.


	3.  Examples

Walking slowly
Remaining quiet

Walk on the right side of the hallway


	3.  Non-examples

Running
Talking loudly, yelling

Walking in the middle of the hallway or to the left so that others must walk around you

Collect all personal items before leaving bus or car.*Arrive on time.*Sit quietly in designated areas.* Go directly to appropriate hallway.*Have all necessary material before leaving class.

Gather all materials to take home before dismissal
Sit in bus or in car and stay there (avoid leaving bus or car once you have entered)

Have bus note in hand
