
Lesson Plan to Teach Behavioral Expectations and Character Education

Location: Playground



Grade Level:  PreK-4
	1. Expectation:

Be Respectful, Be Responsible, Be Safe


	2.  Definition/Rule (See Matrix)

*Line up quickly when called

*Get help for someone if they get hurt

*Follow directions at all times


	3.  Examples

Walking straight to line when summoned by teacher

Walking into the building quietly

Getting help for someone who is hurt

Following teacher directions at all times

Using equipment in a safe manner (down the slide, sitting in swings)
	3.  Non-examples

Continuing to play when called to line

Letting someone lay on the ground who is hurt without telling the teacher

Ignoring teacher directions

Going up the slide

Playing/sitting on top of monkey bars

Running through swings

Jumping out of swings

	4.  Activities to Enhance Skill Development

Introduce the expectation, the rules and review the examples and non-examples with students.  Have students demonstrate the examples, and give non-examples as “what if....is that being responsible”.



	5.  Activities to Check for Understanding

Do questioning with examples and non-examples - students show thumbs-up for examples, thumbs-down for non-examples.


	6.  Activities to Extend Skill Development

Do Playground Sound-Off

“Be kind, play safe, it’s what we know” (Students repeat)

“Be ready when it’s time to go” (Students repeat)

“Leave and go in quietly” (Students repeat)

“We’re learning here at Amqui” (Students repeat)

OR have students role play examples and non-examples.

	7.  Acknowledgements to Maintain Positive Behaviors

Use specific verbal praise to let students know exactly which expectation they followed.

Provide _______ (acknowledgement system).  Use the ‘sound-off’ as needed or as a fun way to end playground time on some days.  Re-teach and reinforce the rules.
