	2. Definition and Critical Attributes/Rules
*Share equipment *Follow directions

*Use equipment appropriately *Use appropriate language *Keep hands and feet to self

*Listen for whistle and line up *Enter building quietly



	3. Examples

Leave the building quietly

Walk to playground and then run

Use equipment properly

Share and/or take turns using equipment

Take care of landscaping

Stay in designated areas

Stay away from classroom doors and windows

Walk up the steps of the slide when using it

Keep your seat on the swings

Line up when the teacher blows the whistle

Enter the building quietly
	3. Non-Examples

Talking loudly when leaving the building

Running before getting to the playground

Putting hands and feet on others

Unwilling to share equipment or take turns 

Mistreating the landscaping 

Leaving designated areas

Climbing up the slide

Swinging on stomach or standing in swings

Breaking trees

Going close to doors and windows of classrooms

Looking in doors and windows of classrooms

Continuing to play when the whistle blows

Running and yelling when entering the building

	4. Activities to Enhance Skill Development

Introduce the expectation, the rules, and the examples and non-examples with students.

Ask students to demonstrate the examples

Ask students or adults to demonstrate the non-examples

Discuss demonstrations

Use social stories

Make videos 

	5. Activities to Check for Understanding 

Use cooperative learning structure (Pair Share, Inside/Outside Circle) to review the expectations and non-examples for the playground 

Teacher do non-examples and students correct

Tell me, Show me   Tell a friend, Show a friend

Ask questions      Ask students to match sentences with pictures showing correct actions

	6. Activities to Extend Skill Development

Develop a T-chart for the way going to the playground and using the playground looks and sounds when the rules are being followed-use words and pictures of students demonstrating desired behaviors.   Make safety posters for playground

Have students to role play examples and non-examples with each other.
