Location:  Assemblies

1.  Introduction:  Today we are going to talk about how to be responsible, respectful and safe when attending an assembly in the gym.  Think about times you have gone to an assembly.  

2.  Discussion:  What would it be like in the gym if everyone was talking?  Could you hear the speaker?  How would the speaker feel?  How would you feel if you were the speaker?  Would a visitor want to come back to visit?

3. Describe the appropriate behaviors/rules:

	*Stay in your own personal space

*Walk carefully to assigned area of bleachers
	*Watch for quiet signal to begin

*Leave all belongings in the room before going to assembly

*Raise hand for quiet signal to begin

*Leave bleachers as teacher instructs
	*Respond appropriately to program




4. Practice:  Model and practice how to correctly walk in the gym, find their designated area, climbing the bleachers safely, sitting down, coming down the bleachers safely, and leaving in an orderly fashion.

Location:  Dismissal/Car Loading

1.  Introduction:  Today we are going to talk about how to be responsible, respectful and safe when we dismiss or go home at the end of the school day.  Think about how you get home every day.  

2.  Discussion:  What would happen if everyone was running down the hall at the same time to leave?  Could something happen to you if you did not go the place your parents or teacher told you to go after school?  How would your family feel if they couldn’t find you?  How would you feel if you were lost of missed your ride?  
3. Describe the appropriate behaviors/rules:

	*Wait for teacher’s permission to leave your designated area

*A note from home is needed to change your dismissal plan
	*Get all your belongings before leaving to go home

*Keep belongings to yourself

*Throw away open food and drinks before going to the loading area
	*In K-2 loading area, Raise your hand and wait to be called on before speaking

*In the 3rd-5th loading area-stay in your assigned area


4. Practice:  Model and practice how to correctly line up when it is your time, taking all of your belongings, and walking to your designated area.

Lesson Plans

Location:  Playground

1.  Introduction:  Today we are going to talk about how to be responsible, respectful and safe when we go to the playground.  Isn’t it fun to play outside?  What is your favorite game on the playground?  

2. Discussion:  Have you ever been hurt on the playground?  Have you ever had to sit out because you were not responsible, respectful or safe?  

3. Describe the appropriate behaviors/rules:

	*Use equipment appropriately

*Keep rocks, dirt and mulch safely on the ground

*Sit in swings and swing straight

*Stay seated while swinging until your swing stops before getting up
	*Clean up your area

*Watch where you are going

*Ask your teacher before leaving the playground
	*Play nicely—Hands, feet and objects to self

*Share

*Include everyone in play


4. Practice:  Model and practice how to correctly play on the playground (i.e. practice swinging, stopping, and then getting up, etc.)

Location:  Bathroom

1.  Introduction:  Today we are going to talk about how to be responsible, respectful and safe when we go to the bathroom.    

2. Discussion:  Would you be embarrassed if you were in a stall and someone looked under it or walked in on you?  Everyone needs their own space at personal times, so let’s talk about what we can do when we go to the bathroom to make sure that we are respectful, responsible and safe.
3. Describe the appropriate behaviors/rules:

	*Make sure soap and water stays in the sink

*Use walking feet in restroom


	*Use only what you need in the bathroom of soap, toilet paper, water and paper towels

*Follow rules as established by classroom procedure
	*Respect the privacy of other students 

*Stay and look only in your stall


4. Practice:  Model and practice how to correctly go into a stall, close and lock it, stay in your stall, flush, come out, and proper washing hands procedure (Turn on water, pull the paper towel holder three times, get soap, wash hands, get paper towel, dry hands and turn off water with paper towel, then throw trash away.

Location:  Cafeteria

1.  Introduction:  Today we are going to talk about how to be responsible, respectful and safe when we go to the cafeteria  

2. Discussion:  Briefly explain why cafeteria expectations are positive.  Have you ever tried to eat in a place that was so noisy and dirty.  Did it make you feel not hungry anymore?  Since we are going to be eating in the cafeteria everyday for the rest of the year, don’t you want to spend that time eating and enjoying out time with our friends?  How should we ask for food in the cafeteria.  Why should we always tell the ladies serving us “please,” and “thank you.”  Continue with your discussion. 

3. Describe the appropriate behaviors/rules:

4. Practice:  Model and practice how to correctly walk into the cafeteria, line up, get a tray, put food on it, put in lunch number, say thank you, go to your table, practice sitting and eating and then how to throw away your trash and put up your tray.

	*Younger children line up first

*Walk in an orderly fashion from bus.
