Lesson Plan to Teach Behavioral Expectations 
Location: Library






Grade Level:  PreK- 4
	1. Expectation:

Be Repectful
Be Responsible

Be Safe



	2.  Definition/Rule (See Matrix)

* Enter and exit quietly.
*Use inside voices.

* Return books and materials on time in the proper place.
* Keep hands and feet to yourself

* Always walk when moving from place to place.
* Line up appropriately



	3.  Examples

Talk quietly or have no talking

Use inside voices
Listen to the teacher

Students turn in books on time.

Keep hands and feet to yourself.
Line up in a straight, quiet line.to class

Always walk in the library.
Use shelf markers.
	3.  Non-examples

Talk loudly when entering or leaving.
Talk and yell across the library.

Disregard teacher’s directions.

Keeping library books past due date.
Leaving books at home or in class.

Pushing and kicking.
Shoving and pushing when lining up.

Running around the library.

	4.  Activities to Enhance Skill Development
Introduce the expectation, the rules and review the examples and non-examples with students.  Have specific students demonstrate the examples (e.g. students who pose challenges) and have staff demonstrate the non-examples.


	5.  Activities to Check for Understanding

Tell a friend, show a friend the rules and expectations.


	6.  Activities to Extend Skill Development

Have students role play examples with each other. Develop T chart for the expectation.


	7.  Acknowledgements to Maintain Positive Behaviors

Use specific verbal praise to let students know exactly which expectation they followed.

Provide tickets.  Re-teach and reinforce the rules.
