Minor Problem Behavior


Definition

Inappropriate verbal

Language
Use of inappropriate language not directed   at a person. Examples include, but are not limited to: stupid, sucks, fart, gay, crap, butt head, fag.
Hands Off Policy
Physical contact with no intent to harm.  Examples include, but are not limited to: poking,  flicking, pushing, horseplay,  picking someone up, pinching, patting on head, walking on someone’s heels, touching someone else’s things on desks, etc.

Disobedience/defiance
Brief or low intensity failure to respond to adult requests. Examples include, but are not limited to: having to be reminded several times, not sitting down, not doing homework or class work, not listening, acting like they didn’t hear, shrugging, disobeying without malice, not responding to group orders, etc.

Disrespect
Behavior or body language which shows contempt for authority. Examples include, but are not limited to: ignoring teacher, talking while teacher is talking, being rude to students, tone of voice, eye rolling, sighing, body language that does not cause a disruption, etc.

Disruption
Low-intensity, but inappropriate disruption of the learning environment. Examples include, but are not limited to: tapping, whispering, humming, locker returns, out of seat, note passing, sharpening pencils without permission in instruction time, off task questions and comments, throwing/spitting paper wads, burping, passing gas, talking loudly in the halls while others are in class, yelling out an answer, drawing attention to oneself by acting silly, any grooming habits.
Property misuse
Low-intensity misuse of school property. Examples: leaning back in chair, writing on desks, propping feet on desks or walls, writing on books, walls, or other school property.

Other
Any other problem behaviors that do not fall within the above categories.
