Reading Assessment Procedures

I.
Running Record (10 minutes)


A.
Need a test from each of the three levels:



Easy:  95-100% accuracy



Instructional:  90 - 94% accuracy



Hard:  80 - 89% accuracy

B.
Record the text as it is read by the student using the running record conventions.

C.
Check directional movement

D.
Later on analyze the errors and self-corrections (MVS)

II.
Letter Identification


Present letters on the chart.  Use a masking card. Go across the page, not down.  A response may include the name of the letter, the sound it makes, or a word beginning with that sound.  Record the student’s responses on the data sheet provided. 

III.
Concepts About Print


Use the materials from either Sand or Stones.  This should take 5 - 10 minutes.  Use the instructions for the administration and scoring of this test provided.

IV.
Word Test


Use the Ohio or other word list provided. Use only one list.  Simply check the correct responses on the score sheet.  Another alternative is to use a list of words from the students current reading programt.

V.
Writing


Get three writing samples from the student’s teacher.  These samples should be taken on three consecutive days or during three consecutive weeks.  One sample is not enough.  Using thee samples, evaluate them in the following three areas:  Language Level, Message Quality, Directional Principles.  Use the scoring guide provided on page 57 of the Observation Survey.


Word Lists:  Ask the student to make a list of all the words they know.  They should be allowed 10 minutes for this activity.  You may prompt them to help them think of words they may know, but not on how to spell them.  Score the list according to the guidelines provided on page 59 of the observation survey.

VI.
Dictation


Read aloud one of the five sentences provided.  Use the administration guidelines.  Use the record sheet provided if you wish.  The scoring guidelines are discussed on pages 66 and 68 of the Observation Survey.

VII.
Summary

Summarize the results of the assessment on the observation survey summary sheet (found on page 75).  There are some good examples in the book.
