What is School-Wide

Positive Behavior Support?

· Creates a safe and effective learning environment by reducing discipline referrals and increasing instruction time.

Three Tiers of SWPBS

To establish all three tiers of

School-wide Positive Behavior Support in a school is a 3 to 5 year process beginning with establishing Primary supports for all students.

SWPBS 

Uses a tiered approach to providing support and intervention for problem behaviors in the school.
Level 1 – Primary Supports

(for All students)

· Establish school-wide rules and expectations

· Teach expected behaviors to all students in all settings

· Develop a school-wide system for encouraging and rewarding ‘rule following’

· Establish smooth transitions and routines 

Level 2 – Secondary Supports

(for small groups with similar behavior challenges) 

· Focuses on students who are at risk for more serious behavior problems/academic failures.

· Develops problem-solving teams to provide student assistance to small groups.

· Focuses on problematic settings (hallway, cafeteria, bus, playground, etc.)

Level 3 – Tertiary Supports

(for individual students)

· Develops a comprehensive student-centered plan.

· Targets social skills and behavior expectations.

· Encourages self-management of individual behavior.
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
