 What is School-Wide Positive Behavior Support?

· A team-based approach to teaching expectations and preventing problem behaviors.
· Helps each school to make the best use of all programs and resources.
· Teaches and encourages respectful and responsible behavior to all students.
· Creates a safe and effective learning environment by reducing discipline referrals and increasing instructional time.
· It is for ALL students and ALL staff members.
· Provides a tiered approach to providing support and intervention for problem behaviors in the school.
This year we will be implementing Level 1 (Primary Supports).
Level 1 - Primary Supports

· Establish school-wide rules and expectations.
· Teach expected behaviors to all students in all settings.
· Implement a school-wide system for encouraging and rewarding “rule following.”
· Utilize consistent ‘Rule Violation’ policies and procedures.
· Use data for decision making in regards to behavioral issues/concerns.
