Spring – Writing

Students will create a picture of what Spring is to them.  They will write a sentence about their pictures.  These will be made into a book.

Teacher—introduce by asking students, “How many people like to go outside, now that the weather is warm?”

Discuss things that you see outside.

Create a concept map taking the theme of “Sights of Spring” as the main idea.  Students brainstorm the list and someone records on index cards.  Post the cards on the map for the students to see.  Each student chooses one of the cards and writes a sentence about it.  You may want to begin them with the starter sentence “In the Spring, I see…….”  After the students create their sentences they create pictures to go with them.  The teacher creates a foreword page about the book.  A cover is made for the book and the book is bound together and published.  Discuss what has been learned about Spring.  Put the book in the class library.  Students will enjoy reading/sharing their own book.
