Almost all kids in your school will be successful if you implement Primary and Secondary PBIS supports. 





…you may have one of the “top of the triangle” kids in your class. These are the kids with the most chronic and challenging patterns of behaviors.  If you do, please make a referral to the District Tertiary Supports Team.





Often with one or two brainstorming sessions, you can significantly diminish the student’s behavior problems.  If not, we will meet with you regularly to help you collect and analyze data, develop and implement other strategies to teach replacement behaviors, and make positive changes for the child and for your classroom.
