At Baxter Elementary School we want to help all students learn.  In addition to Reading and Math skills, good character, good behavior, and organization are important parts of the learning process.  We want to provide extra help for students who struggle in any of these areas.  This process is called early intervention.  
Early intervention allows us to help students who are having trouble with reading, math, behavior or social skills. Student progress will be checked on a regular basis.  This will allow us to make educational decisions that match the student needs.  This decision making process is called Response to Intervention (RTI).

Academic interventions will take place during the school day.  Academic intervention is an additional 30 minutes of instruction a day in the student’s area of weakness.  Students will not miss any of their core classes to receive intervention.  The focus of this intervention is to provide positive support and instruction to help the students succeed.

Support for behavior and social skills will take place throughout the day or through optional after school programs and will not interfere with the student’s core academic instruction.

Based on the results of benchmark testing, teacher observation, classroom performance and other additional data collection we are recommending the following intervention for your child:

· Math

· Behavior (Check In-Check Out)

· Social Skills
