Referral Process for At-Risk Students with Behavioral Issues
Prior to referring a student to the ARK (At Risk Kids) Team, the classroom teacher(s) must provide documentation of Tier 1 strategies that have been used consistently without resulting in a significant change in behavior.

Data to be collected is based on type of behavior concern.  One of the easiest pieces of data to collect is a simple frequency count.  A tally of the number of times the behavior occurs during a specific time period is sufficient to provide the baseline.  This frequency count should be taken as soon as the problem is detected.  Then additional frequency counts should be collected consistently on a daily or weekly basis while Tier 1 interventions are implemented.  Other data can include office discipline referrals, grades, attendance, and/ or homework completion.

Documentation of intervention is required as a part of the ARK Team referral.  The teacher must also sign the behavior Fidelity Statement at the bottom of the referral form – attesting to consistent Tier 1 interventions.  

An optional Tier 1 Intervention Documentation Form is an easy way for the teacher to provide specific documentation of consistency in providing Tier 1 interventions.  However, this is not a required document.

It is highly recommended that a teacher refer to the ARK Team when a student continues to have behavioral issues in spite of consistent Tier 1 interventions.   This will facilitate the student being provided research-based intervention(s) and appropriate data collection prior to referral to the Support Team. 

The referral process is simple:

· Teachers are to complete the ARK Team referral form 

·  Attach necessary documentation – including baseline data for behavior problem.  

· Sign the Fidelity Statement at the bottom of the form 
· Submit the completed ARK Referral with documentation to …….
