	Disrespect :  Adult

Disrespect to peers
Lying/Cheating
	Student is disrespectful to adult with words or non-verbal communication.

Student uses verbal language or gestures to tease or taunt another
Student is dishonest in comments or in the presentation of class work.
	Talking back, arguing with adult, inappropriate non-verbal gestures

Name calling, put downs, eye rolling, laughing at, sneering, mocking
Blaming others, telling tales, denying wrongdoing, copying the work of others

Chronic lying to deliberately get other students in trouble, repeated acts of dishonesty

	
	Disruption
	Student creates a disturbance that takes away from the learning environment but does not cause physical harm or injury to self or others.
	Talking, tapping, noises, blurting out, out of seat, passing gas, burping, note passing, paper wads, talking loudly or running in hallways
	Shoving or turning over furniture, slamming books, yelling, throwing objects in the classroom, throwing tantrums

	
	Property Misuse
	Student uses school property in a way in which it was not designed but does not cause physical harm or injury to one’s self or others
	Leaning back in chair, writing on desks, propping feet on walls or desks, kicking desk, breaking pencils
	Breaking classroom items, throwing desks, chairs, computers

	
	Dress Code Violation
	Student wears items of clothing that directly violate the published dress code.
	Unacceptable messages or symbols on shirt, flip flops, hats, spaghetti strap tops, roller shoes, sunglasses, tank tops, bare midriff
	Exceptions allowed on special days (ex: hat day, sport shirt day)

	
	Technology Violation
	Student violates district policy regarding the use of technology provided by the school.
	Possession/use of cell phone on campus, Accessing inappropriate web sites, use of electronic game w/out permission
	Normal use of school equipment with permission, accidental access of sites

	
	Tardy (1 to 3)
	Student is late to class without a valid reason.
	Student is late to class because playing in restroom or socializing after breakfast.
	Doctor or dental visit, family emergency, bus  is late to arrive.

	
	Defiance / Non-compliance

Incomplete Work
	Student engages in passive noncompliant acts.
Student fails to complete work when no valid reason.
	Not following directions, ignoring teacher, disobeying without malice, wandering around without permission

Student chooses not to complete assigned work because doesn’t like subject.
	Openly refusing to do work, verbal aggression toward teacher, leaving the building without permission

	Fighting
	Student fighting with another student with the intent or result of causing injury or harm.
	Hitting, punching, 
	Pushing, shoving, bumping, horseplay that does not escalate

	
	Physical Aggression
	Student makes physical contact with the intent or result of causing injury or harm to others
	Kicking, tripping, hitting with an object, spitting, scratching, hair pulling
	Pushing, shoving, bumping, horseplay that does not escalate 

	
	Overt Disrespect
Overt Defiance/

Noncompliance
	Student yells or screams at adult, or threatens harm to adult verbally or nonverbally.
Student openly refuses to follow adult directions or respond to an adult’s request.
	Student screams names at teacher, student threatens to kill teacher or delivers threatening note or drawing.
“I’m not going to”, “You can’t make me”, refusal to go to office, overt refusal to follow instructions
	Talking back, arguing with adults, sticking tongue out at adult

	Lying / Cheating (repeated)
	Student is repeatedly dishonest in comments or in the presentation of class work
	Chronic lying to deliberately get other students in trouble, repeated acts of dishonesty
	Occasional tattling, trying to avoid blame, blaming others, cheating on a test

	
	Harassment / Bullying
	Student either verbally or nonverbally mocks and taunts others in a threatening manner or makes disrespectful comments related to race, religion, gender, age, disabilities, national origin, or other personal matters
	Ethnic name calling, spitting, inappropriate sexual touching, threatening bodily harm, assault with intent to fight
	Talking while teacher is talking, being rude to other students, inappropriate tone of voice, eye rolling, sighing

	
	Disruption (repeated)
	Student chronically creates a disturbance that takes away from the learning environment but does not cause physical harm or injury to one’s self or others.
	Talking, tapping, noises, blurting out, out of seat, passing gas, burping, note passing, paper wads, talking loudly or running in hallways
	Shoving or turning over furniture, slamming books, yelling, throwing objects in the classroom, throwing tantrums

	
	Tardy (over 3)
	Student is repeatedly late to class without a valid reason.
	Student is late from breakfast daily when arrives at school with plenty of time to eat.
	Student is late to class because of dental/doctor appointments

	
	Skip class
	Student deliberately skips class
	Student hides out in restroom or fakes illness to go to nurses office to avoid class.
	Student is ill and sent to the nurses office for parent contact.

	
	Property Damage/ Vandalism
	Student participates in an activity that results in substantial destruction or disfigurement of personal or school property.
	Writing on walls, breaking windows, damaging furniture, 
	Accidental damage or breakage

	
	Theft / Forgery
	Student is in possession of, has passed on, or is responsible for removing someone else’s property without permission.
	Books, jewelry, personal valuables, faking a parent’s name on returned work
	Pencils, pens, paper

	
	Inappropriate Location/

Out of Bounds
	Student is in an ‘off limits’ location. 
	Student leaves building and sneaks onto playground, student takes elevator without permission
	Student returns to playground to get jacket with teacher permission.

	
	Emergency false alarm
	Student causes emergency response in building when there is no threat of danger
	Pulling fire alarm, making threat of gun or bomb in building to frighten others or cause alarm
	Student pulls fire alarm after seeing smoke and discovering fire in building.

	
	Other
	An accumulation of minor offenses that do not fit into any of the above categories, or a ‘zero tolerance’ offense
	Student repeatedly uses electronic game at school, Student has possession of tobacco, drugs, weapon, etc. 
	Student is delivering refill of prescription medication to nurses office.
